Rail Tunnel Gets $200 Million

Federal officials have announced that President Obama's proposed Fiscal Year 2010 budget includes $200 million to construct the new rail tunnel under the Hudson River.  The budget also recommends the Tunnel for an "Early Systems Work Agreement" which demonstrates the project has the full backing of the federal government.

In January, bipartisan members of the New Jersey and New York congressional delegations wrote to President Obama and congressional leaders to stress the importance of this project and seek support for it in the Economic Recovery Act.
