Summertime Review of Legislation Designed to Spur Development in NJ
“Permit Extension Act” – Adopted Sept. 6, 2008

This bill extends all permits and approvals granted since Jan. 1, 2007 until July 1, 2010. The NJ Builders Association is pushing for this bill to be extended out to 2012 because of the continued depression in the building industry.

“Economic Recovery Growth Grant Program” – Awaiting Governor’s signature

The program is part of the New Jersey Economic Stimulus Act. It authorized state and local grants to help developers address financing gaps for projects in qualifying “incentive areas.” New Jersey Future is advocating the money be used for redevelopment and reinvestment, rather than for open space and greenfield construction.

“Suspension of Nonresidential Development Fee” – Awaiting Governor’s signature
Also part of the economic stimulus act. The program exempts fees from projects that received approval before July 1, 2010 and reimburses developers that paid the fee but would now be exempt if a building permit is issued by Jan. 1, 2013. 

“Site Remediation Reform Act” – Enacted May 7, 2009

Establishes a licensing program for site remediation professionals and changes laws concerning cleanup of polluted properties. This legislation is designed to allow the state to operate more like a private company, as opposed to a bureaucracy.
