Two Months Until EPA’s Lead Rule is Enacted
EPA's new "Lead Rule" takes effect April 22, requiring contractors, property managers and others paid to renovate structures built before 1978 to be certified by the federal agency. The rule could have a significant impact on dealers with installed sales operations and/or their contactor customers.  

NLBMDA staff recently met with EPA officials regarding the "Lead: Renovation, Repair and Painting" (RRP) rule, expressing concerns over the lack of certified firms, trained renovators, and approved test kits that will be necessary to effectively implement the rule without significant disruption of home renovations throughout the U.S.  
The EPA wants to have 1,000 accredited trainers in place before the deadline.  Currently, EPA has only 123 accredited trainers and 6,501 certified renovators nationwide, numbers far too insufficient for the millions of renovations carried out annually.   

COAH Endorses Christie’s Halt on State Affordable Housing Efforts
