News from a Green President
If you watched President Obama's first State of the Union address, you may have heard him mention his plan to "give rebates to Americans who make their homes more energy-efficient, which supports clean energy jobs." 
It is expected that a new HOME STAR program will soon be introduced as part of a jobs creation package in the Senate. A similar commercial/multi-family program called BUILDING STAR has also been proposed by a separate coalition of energy and environmental groups, manufacturers and labor organizations.  
The Association remains engaged with coalition members, Hill staff and Administration officials to advocate for a program that is simple and inclusive, and that will enable all building material retailers to participate regardless of size. 
LegCon Scheduled for March
