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NJ Builders Celebrate “Time of Application” Bill

Enactment of the “Time of Application” bill provides that development applications must be held to the standards that are in place at the time such applications are made.

ABC Supply to acquire New Jersey firm 

Wisconsin-based ABC Supply Co. Inc. has agreed to acquire Bradco Supply Corp. of Avenel, creating a national distributor of exterior building materials with more than $4 billion in sales. The boards of both companies have approved the purchase and expect it to close in June.

ABC, the nation's largest supplier of roofing materials, did not disclose financial terms of the purchase. The transaction is subject to regulatory approval. Both companies will conduct business as usual pending the approval. 

The acquisition is the largest in ABC's history, the company said. The combined company will operate 479 locations in 45 states and the District of Columbia. The deal for Bradco, one of the nation's largest distributors of building materials, is the first large acquisition for ABC since the death of co-founder Ken Hendricks on Dec. 21, 2007.

Bradco Supply operates 129 branches in 30 states with 2009 sales of about $1.5 billion. ABC Supply Co. operates more than 350 branches in 45 states and the District of Columbia. The privately held company had sales of about $2.6 billion in 2009.
