Rutgers Introduces ‘Lumber’ from Recycled Plastic
A Rutgers-developed “lumber” made from recycled plastic is replacing wood in bridges, railroad ties, marine piers and boardwalk decking. The material – made from milk and detergent bottles and other plastics – provides an environmental benefit. 

It puts plastic waste to productive use and it replaces wood that leaches harmful preservatives into streams and groundwater. While initially more expensive than wood, the plastic lumber is more economical because it lasts longer and cuts maintenance costs, Rutgers researchers say.

The lumber has proven its strength in two recent U.S. Army installations: at Ft. Bragg in North Carolina, where three plastic bridges carry 70-ton M1 Abrams tanks, and at Ft. Eustis in Virginia, where a newly completed bridge holds a 120-ton railroad locomotive. Rutgers licenses its plastic lumber technology to two companies, one in New Jersey, which are pursuing new business opportunities that will provide increased revenue to Rutgers.

Chile quake a boost for North American lumber

The earthquakes that have wreaked havoc in Chile have provided an unexpected boost for the wood-processing industry here. 

The South American nation, which was hit by an 8.8-magnitude earthquake on Feb. 27 and several powerful aftershocks, is a major worldwide exporter of products made from its fast-growing pine trees.

As Chileans work to clean up the wreckage, producers are rushing to fill the demand. Almost half of what is consumed as wood products, wood moldings and millwork in North America is made of South American supply.
