Officials Break Ground on Nation’s Largest Transit Project

A historic event for the economic future and mobility of the New Jersey-New York metropolitan region took place last week, with the groundbreaking for the new $8.7 billion rail tunnel – the largest public works project in America.

Further enhancing the landmark ceremony was the announcement by Federal Transit Administrator Roger Rogoff of a funding agreement with the Obama Administration.  It will provide $1.35 billion for the early stages of the project.

The tunnel, being built in partnership with the Port Authority, will generate 6,000 jobs during construction and is expected to create 44,000 permanent jobs. It will double trans-Hudson River rail capacity by adding two new single tracks, supplementing the existing two tracks opened in 1910 that are pushed to their limits each commuting day.

NJ Forestry Officials Worry about Traveling Beetles

Forestry officials in New Jersey and five other states are studying camper registrations to find out if anyone from Worcester, Mass. has visited the state. There are concerns these tourists may have brought their own firewood, which could be infested with tree-eating stowaway insects.

The Asian longhorned beetle has devastated trees in Worcester, Mass. and surrounding communities. The fear is that some have hitched rides into New Jersey in firewood carried by campers or owners of seasonal homes.

“You should consider the Asian longhorned beetle Public Enemy Number 1," said Suzanne Bond, spokeswoman for the U.S. Agriculture Department's Animal and Plant Health Inspection Service.

The Asian longhorned beetle is particularly troublesome because, unlike most insects that feed on one or two types of trees, it eats virtually all hardwoods. In New England, that puts a major part of the economy at risk: lumber.
